Annual Fire Report 2018
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1.0 Introduction 

This report highlights activities that the Agency has carried out during the fire 2018 season. As stipulated by the SI 7 of 2007, the fire season start on the 31st of July and ends on the 31st of October. The major activities under taken in the course of the fire season were fire awareness meetings, fire management projects, mobile awareness exercises, issuing fire orders and tickets, as well as school talk shows on fire management and identification of 400 model farms on veld fires management issues. Fires in 2018 have negatively affected the economy by destroying Infrastructure worth over $358 500 with the majority being personal goods and strategic agricultural equipment and belongings. Plantations worth $257 500 were destroyed by fires in Manicaland while agricultural equipment worth $59 700 were also destroyed.
2.0 Fire Risk Modelling

Fire risk prediction guides the nation on areas requiring urgent veld fire management. Fire risk prediction is done at the beginning of the year and uses vegetation and previous fire behavior. The 2018 fire prediction was done using vegetation as at 13 April 2018 and the 2017 burnt area. Using biomass and the Normalized Difference Vegetation Index (NDVI) as a proxy for biomass, the Agency mapped the susceptibility of the country to veld fires. Biomass represents an important variable in the fire equation which is matter that when dry and there is an ignition burns.
The 2018 fire season is ranked medium to high fire risk for the greater part of the country as compared to the 2017 fire season which was in the high to extreme fire risk. The 2018 veld fire prediction is indicating that 39% will be in the low risk, 22% medium risk, 37 % high risk and 0.77 % extreme risk categories.

3.0 Fire Education and Awareness 

3.1 Meetings 

The Agency engaged in awareness raising meetings throughout the country with special attention targeted at fire prone districts. The meetings were limited during the year because of elections. A total of 820 awareness meetings have been held throughout the country reaching out to a total of 910 256 people. The meetings identified the roles to be played by different stakeholders in fire management and helped in formulating plans to fight fires during the fire season. This year, Midlands Province held the highest number of meetings at 374 reaching out to 874 800 people.

3.2 School and Radio talk shows 
The Agency further engaged in 63 school talk shows in Midlands, Mashonaland West and Matabeleland North provinces reaching out to 7 455 pupils. A total of twenty five radio talk shows were further held in three provinces of Midlands, MAT North and Manicaland. The radio talk shows were meant to educate the nation on proper fire management measures.

4.0 Training

Training is a key component of knowledge transfer and various stakeholders were trained in fire management issues. The training equipped participants with firefighting skills, fire legislation and best land management practises. A total of 164 firefighting teams, 9 fire ESCs, 531 Traditional Leaders groups, and 520 farmers / miners groups were trained reaching a total of 2831 stakeholders.

5.0 Fire projects

Communities were empowered to implement projects that improve their livelihoods through income generation whilst conserving their natural resources. Communities were trained in beehive making and beekeeping, hay baling, thatch grass combing and biogas. All these interventions are aimed at reducing land degradation from veld fires and deforestation.

5.1 Hay Baling Projects

The hay baling project and grass combing projects were done to reduce biomass while deriving monitory value from the veld. Communities were engaged to implement the project and a total of 368 001 bales were made countrywide with an estimated value of $552 001.5. It is after realising the value of forests produce and environment that communities tend to fully protect the environment from veld fires.

A stretch of 4 457.6 kilometres along road servitude has been cleared of biomass, reducing the risk of fires coming from the road.

5.3 Thatch grass harvesting

Thatch grass harvesting at community was done throughout the country as a way of biomass reduction while expanding livehood options. A total of 434 842 bundles were made protecting approximately 87184.3 hectares of land. Thatch grass has increased livelihood options for communities while protecting the environment.

Communities were encouraged to put in place standard fire guards so as to protect their properties, furthermore some farmers were involved in mowing along major roads and their properties. A stretch of 4 519.75 km is under fireguards, protecting an area approximately 379 577.34 hectares (See annex 2).

8.0 Burnt Area 
The fire season recorded a 16.7 % reduction in fire incidences (1 595) compared with the previous year (2 705). A total of 1 190 174.89 hectares of land were burnt by veld fires in the current season while 1 268 534.31 hectares were burnt in the 2017 fire season, giving a difference of 78 359.42 hectares and a 6.2 % reduction in area burnt as at 31st October 2018.The veld fires resulted in 5 deaths compared to 6 the previous year.
8.1 Burnt Area Trend Analysis

An analysis of area burnt was done per province and land use to understand vulnerability and exposure trends to veld fires. The results show that Mashonaland West has experienced over two times area burnt to the second most affected province of Matabeleland North, which the later, this year is quite less due to fire suppression measures instituted within the protected areas like Hwange National Park which had 9 885.48 ha burnt compared to 99 206.79 ha in the year 2017. Generally, most provinces experienced a decrease in area burnt with the exception of Matabeleland South, Masvingo and Mash Central. Urban provinces have the lowest area burnt due to the heavily built up nature.

8.2 Land use

 A land use analysis of fire trends was done for the fire season. The results indicate that most of the fires are in the resettlement areas A1 and A2 which were former commercial farming areas Safari areas and Communal areas.The A1 and A2 resettlement areas have high absentee land owners and farmers with limited  equipment for fire guard construction all this creates the necessary conditions for runaway fires.

 8.3 Fire Causes 

A synopsis of fire causes in the country continues to depict a repetitive trend that veld fires are mostly anthropogenic in nature, chiefly driven by land clearing, hunting, illegal mining, and improper use of fire by children. The greater causes of fires are unknown of which these area cases which were not thoroughly investigated due to limited resources.

9.0 Fire Orders and Tickets Issued
Fire orders were issued to farmers and designated Authorities to put in place standard fire suppression management measures. A total of seven hundred and six hundred and forty three (643) orders were issued in the seven rural provinces mainly targeting districts depicted on the fire risk prediction map for 2018 as at high to extremely risk to fire occurrences and only a few 44 orders were complied with. This high rate of non-compliance calls for more follow ups in future and prosecutions. The Agency engaged in law enforcement by issuing tickets for various fire related crimes. A total of 84 fire related tickets were issued with an assessed value of $7 650.00.
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11.0 Conclusion

Recurring droughts and climate change in Zimbabwe has caused rather desperate situations in terms of livelihoods sustenance if the communities do not begin adapting to climate change by reducing the use of fires for land clearing and practice zero tillage. Stakeholder participation should improve by having them taking an active role, especially the local authorities, farmer associations and traditional leaders. This year there were few reports of fire cases tried by traditional leaders. Fire interventions in protected areas can greatly reduce outbreaks of fires and area burnt as the case of Hwange National Park.  
11.1 Recommendations
· Local authorities to put in place By-laws to manage their resources.
· Absent land owners to take their plots or transfer to others
· Resettlements A1 and A2 to be mechanised so they are able to construct fire guards and Command agriculture to include fire guard construction resources.
